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St. Andrewôs Stained Glass Windows

Iôm sure all of us have admired the stained glass windows located in our 

sanctuary above the altar, but have you ever thought what the various pictures 

symbolize?  Our church is small in comparison to many larger Episcopal 

churches and although the symbols are somewhat understated compared to 

those in a much larger setting, they are no less meaningful. 

 

Crown ï Christ at the Passion was given a crown of thorns identifying him as 

King of the Jews (Matthew 27: 27-31).  That crown of thorns will be replaced 

with a robe that identifies Him as KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF 

LORDS!   (Rev. 19:16)  

 

Palms ï Are a reminder of Christôs triumphal entry into Jerusalem, fulfilling 

the prophecy of Zechariah 9:9. 

 

Rose of Sharon & Lilies of the Field ï Mentioned in Chapter 2 of Song of Solomon, as well as Luke 12:27 

wherein God reminds us of his love and care for us which far exceeds our expectations. 

 

Grapevine ï Christ speaks of being the vine and we the branches (John 15), reminding us of the importance of 

remaining close to Him in order to bear much fruit for the kingdom.  This is the fulfillment of Psalm 80, in 

which ñthe son of manò is said to be the vine planted by God. 

 

X ï This is the first letter in Greek for ñChiò (pronounced Kie), which represents the first letter of the Greek 
word meaning Christ (believed to be where Xmas was derived). 

 

These symbols, although simple in nature are profound in their meaning.  Every Sunday, we may 

proclaim our faith with the same exuberance as those who proclaimed the ñway of the Lordò into Jerusalem (our 

King of Kings).  We may be reminded that God sees us as beautiful and cares for us far more than the lilies of 

the field or roses of Sharon, and as a last reminder: 

The Vine and the Branches (John 15: 1-8) 

15 ñI am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. 
2 
He cuts off every 

branch in me that bears no fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit 

he prunes so that it will be even more fruitful. 
3 
You are already clean 

because of the word I have spoken to you. 
4 
Remain in me, as I also 

remain in you. No branch can bear fruit by itself; it must remain in the 

vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain in me. 

5 
ñI am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in you, 

you will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing. 
6 
If you do 

not remain in me, you are like a branch that is thrown away and withers; 

such branches are picked up, thrown into the fire and burned. 
7 
If you 

remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and 

it will be done for you. 
8 
This is to my Fatherôs glory, that you bear much 

fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples.
