Kneeling Cushions

In the fall of 1983 the women of Grace Episcopal
Church gathered together to choose a fitting
tribute for the one hundredth anniversary of the
parish. After a good deal of discussion, and a truly
remarkable inspiration, the creation in needlepoint
of eight kneeling cushions to go across the
communion rail was chosen as the centennial gift.

In December of 1985 seven cushions, especially
designed by Marta Fruliger of the Yarn Barn to
complement theinterior of Grace Church, were
dedicated by Reverend Gary Nicolosi. Each cushion
depicted a shield with a symbol of the Christian
calendar. Unfortunately the eighth kneeler had
been lost, so a plain blue velvet cushion took its
place. The set was compéel in 1988 when Olive
Brown finished the last cushion. Marad
redesigned it for us free of charge. Marcello
Upholstering did the final work on the kneelers.
